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Literacy


We will be writing fiery poems. We will be learning to use exciting words to describe the fire and how to use similes and alliteration in our sentences.


We will be learning about writing a diary. We will look closely at Samuel Pepys’ diaries and use the information in our own writing. We will be imagining we were there during the fire and what it was like trying to escape.

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History


We will be learning about events of The Great Fire of London. We will be answering key questions such as Why did the fire spread so quickly? and What sources tell us about the fire?








RE


We will be learning about the Hindu festival of Holi. We will read the story linked to the festival and create Rangoli pictures.





Art


We will be thinking about colour mixing. We will be looking at different paintings of the fire of London to see how colour is used. We will then use a colour spectrum to make a fiery back ground to a silhouetted scene.





Science


We will be learning about materials. We will be sorting and grouping materials in to different criteria and investigating qualities such as absorbency, strength and waterproofing.





Music


Mrs Harmer will be working with us to learn dynamics of songs; understanding loud, quiet and silent. We will be learning songs sung in Tudor times and making music with percussion instruments that represents a fire growing.
