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Learning LogIn Literacy this week the children started the week with the news that the builders have found a box up in the attic! We thought about what might be in the box and what the attic might have looked like. We used pictures to help us think of describing words and phrases to plan out a setting description. 
We then opened the box and found a treasure map! We thought about who owned the map and decided it must have been a pirate. We drew pictures of the character and then wrote descriptions about what he wore, what he said, what he liked to do and his personality.
The next day we found a message from the pirate warning us not to look for his treasure. So we studied the map closely and planned how we may solve any problems or obstacles on our journey. What great imaginations we all have. Next week we will be going on a treasure hunt!
In Numeracy we have been practising our 2, 5, and 10 times tables. We have also been solving multiplication problems by using arrays or jumps along a number line. We have thought about ways we could become more efficient (quicker at this) by using what we know instead of always starting at 0 each time. 
We then went on to solve division problems. We were able to draw groups  of objects by sharing and draw number lines to help us. Some of us even went on to solve problems with remainders.

Week beginning: 04.07.16
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In Music the children have been rehearsing for their concert (Tuesday July 19th). They have been using their notes on the recorder to play all 3 sections of ‘Sounds a bit Ska’. They have been learning the words to the verses of ‘Mairi’s Wedding’.

In DT the children used paper and paste to cover their newspaper islands. They had to work together as a team to ensure their whole island was covered.  After this had dried, they worked together to paint their islands.




In phonics this week, we have been learning about different homophones such as ‘be’ and ‘bee’, ‘flour’ and ‘flower’ and ‘piece’ and ‘peace’. We have also been revising the ‘ing’ suffix.

In Science learnt about dependency. We discussed how a squirrel, a fox and an oak tree all depend on each other for survival by providing food and shelter. We then went on to think about plants and animals that may depend on each other in a rainforest.


In Art this week we have used watercolours to paint an imaginary landscape on to a postcard. We learnt to load a brush and do a wash and then use the tip of a brush to add detail.
