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Learning LogIn Literacy this week the children continued their work with Handa’s Surprise. The children used their own story maps to finish writing their stories. The children worked hard to add in noun phrases to describe the animals in the story. 
They then looked at the sentence pattern used in the story, which can be viewed at https://www.youtube.com/watch?v=y1Vmf4Cwvls,  before using expanded noun phrases and ‘or’ to write sentences in a similar style. 
They also read the story ‘The Day the Crayons Quit’ by Drew Daywalt and wrote a letter to Duncan as one of the crayons. They concentrated on using questions, commands and exclamations while also getting across the feeling of the crayons.
In Numeracy the children began a unit on Measures. They started by looking at the coins that we use and how to combine them to make different totals. They thought about how they could make totals with the fewest number of coins and which totals could and couldn’t be made using only silver coins.
The children then applied this knowledge to play the following money games.
