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Learning LogIn Literacy this week the children received a letter from the Little Red Hen saying how disappointed and upset she was that none of the other animals helped her out with planting and growing the wheat. They wrote a reply and were thinking about using the features of a letter, making sure they had correct punctuation and a range of sentence types. They learnt about using ? and ! and incorporated these into their writing.   
At the end of the week we started to learn the story Handa’s Surprise by Eileen Browne. The children drew their own story maps and wrote out the story adding in time connectives and speech for the characters.
In Numeracy the children continued learning about fractions. They consolidated their understanding of what the numertor and denominator meant. They used a fraction wall and counters to find quarters of a group of objects before moving onto finding ¾ of an object. The children then applied their learning so solving fraction word problems in real contexts. They used fraction walls and counters to help them.


Week beginning: 25.4.16
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In SPAG the children have been learning about contractions. We discussed the difference between commas and apostrophes and then looked at where apostrophes come in contractions. They matched the two words to the contracted form. For example matching ‘did’ and ‘not’ to didn’t.  
We have also started to learn about the suffixes ‘less’ and ‘full’. We have had a go at changing words in to adjectives that end in these suffixes being careful to remember the rule for words ending in  ‘y’.



Teddy Bear Tuesday
The children enjoyed having their teddies in school on Tuesday! They read about the history of Teddy Bears and then wrote a piece of descriptive writing about their bears. They then chose from a range of teddy bear activities to work on.

In Science we have been learning about seeds. The children planted their own sunflower seeds, did some observational drawing of different types of wild flower seeds and they designed their own seed packet.
