Learning LogIn Literacy this week the children have been writing their own versions of Handa’s surprise. They concentrated on using expanded noun phrases to describe; including statements, commands and explanations; thinking about the punctuation to go with these and using speech marks to show when someone is talking. They also wrote a recount about their picnic on Monday where they thought about how to describe what they had done to someone that hadn’t been there. After visiting Vitacress Herb Farm on Thursday, the children wrote thank you letters. When writing their letters, they thought carefully about including statements, commands, questions and exclamations. They also used contractions and the words ‘if, because, when’ to join their sentences.

In Numeracy the children have been using the idea of two parts making a whole to help check their answers. They have been solving subtraction problems by counting back in jumpsof 10 and units.  They then checked thei r answer by adding the answer they were left with to what they took away to see if it made the whole again.

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In Geography the enjoyed sharing their ‘Around the World’ food plates that they brought in for their picnic on Monday. It was lovely to see such a wide variety of food and the thought that had gone into choosing their items. I was also very impressed by their adventurous tastes! We every continent (apart from Antarctica) represented and the children were very knowledgeable about where they food had come from and why. On Thursday we had a lovely time visiting Vitacress Herb Farm to find out more about food makes its way from a farm to our forks! The children saw the production lines in action and discovered all about the processes involved in getting herbs grown from seed to a mature plant. They also visited the packing shed to see what happens to get the plants ready to go to the shops. They found out about the different conditions the different herbs grow best in and then got to plant their own herb to bring home!




In Music the children perfected their musical conversations. They built on their conversations about food from last week and then played them on the recorder using the A and C notes.
