Learning LogIn Literacy the children have been carrying on with the story ‘Lila and the Rain’. They had to plan and write a setting description of Hambledon to compare it to where Lila, who lives in Kenya, lives. They concentrated really hard on remembering their capital letters and full stops. They have also been using different sentence styles and adding in adjectives to make their writing more interesting. The children then read the rest of the story before discussing how the characters would have been feeling at different points.

In Numeracy the children have been learning how to multiply. The ‘x’ symbols was introduced and explained that it means ‘times’ or ‘groups of’. The children then practised reading number sentences and drawing out what it would look like using an array. For example 3 x 5 is 3 groups of 5 and looks like:
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They then counted in equal steps to work out the answer. By using these arrays, they learned that 3 x 5 = 5 x 3. They looked at how to represent this on a number line. They used this skill to solve a problem where they had to  find all the ways to organise pairs of wellies into equal rows.We discussed properties of numbers to work out if they could be organised into groups of 2, 5 or 10.
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[image: Image result for weather]The children were composing dances to Vivaldi’s Four Seasons in dance. They began by listening to the music and thinking about what season it made them think of. Then they choreographed moves to represent Spring. In multiskills they were improving their accuracy skills in throwing.



[bookmark: _GoBack]In Geography the children enjoyed hearing the story of ‘Cloudy with a Chance of Meatballs’. They then drew the day’s weather that they would like to have had fall from the sky. After, they practised saying their ideas in the form of a weather report using vocabulary such as: with a chance of showers, wind from the east, gusts up to 25 miles per hour etc. They finished by miming out different activities they do in different weather types.

Thursday was World Book Day. The children enjoyed sharing their books both with the others in the class but also during assembly with the rest of the school. They then chose to draw their favourite part, summarise the story or write a conversation between two of the characters in the story.
In Music the children were using their bodies as untuned percussion instruments to play ‘Iceberg Stomp’ as a crescendo before moving to the tuned percussion instruments such as the chime bars, xylophone and metallophone.  They were using these to play the C major scale.
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
