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Learning LogIn Literacy the children have been writing their own versions of Lila and the Secret of Rain. They have changed their character to themselves and the setting to where they live. They have enjoyed writing their ‘Secret of Sun’ stories and have been working hard to include all of the skills we have been learning over the unit. For punctuation and grammar, we have been learning about the different types of words (nouns, verbs, adjectives and adverbs) and identifying these types of words in sentences.

In Numeracy the children have been continuing with their adding and subtracting. They have been learning how to become more efficient with their jumps. We have looked at splitting numbers into different ways to help us with this. For example, 7 = 3+4, 1+6, 2+5, 7+0. If we are adding 7 onto 64 then we would add 6 to make 70 and then add one more. If we were adding 7 onto 68 then we add 2 to make 70 and then add the remainging 5 to make 75. They then moved onto subtracting two 2-digit numbers using the same strategies as they had done with their adding.
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In Music the children were practising for their Music Concert, which was held on Tuesday. The children enjoyed sharing all of their Titanic themed songs with everyone and did a brilliant job.
In RE the children were relating what they learned last week about Palm Sunday and how Jesus was welcomed to Jerusalem to their own experiences of being welcomed. They thought about times they had been made to feel welcome and what it was that happened to make themselves feel this way.

The children were paired up with children from across the school to decorate their bonnets and enjoyed working with children from other classes. They paraded their bonnets around on Thursday to show the rest of the school and the Pre-School their beautiful creations.


In Art the children used the pieces of paper they prepared the other week to create their weather collages in the style of Eric Carle. First they looked closely at his illustrations and then they planned out their pictures. They selected the colours and textures of paper they wanted and used these to build their image.

On Monday we wrote our Easter poem for the Easter Service on Thursday. We worked together as a class to write an acrostic poem and then split into smaller groups to perform the poem. 
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
