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In Science the children will be learning about the variation of living things in the natural world. They will look at plants and animals in different habitats and think about how they are dependent on each other for survival. They will also be learning about food chains. They will be collecting data on the things they find and present it in pictures and graphs.











In Geography Year 2 will be learning about what it is like to live on an island and comparing it to living on the mainland. They will look at the differences between living on a large island such as the UK and a small island such as the Isle of Coll. The children will look at photographs and maps to find out information. They will be drawing maps of their own and using geographical language. We will be making links with the Isle of Struay which is featured in the Katie Morag stories. They will be learning about physical and human features on islands and how features such as houses and transport are different.
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In ICT the children will be learning how to collect and record information using computers. They will also learn how to present their findings using ICT and compare this to presenting information in other ways such as by hand.





In R.E. the children will be learning about the concept of God and their ideas about God. 





In Art the children will be using colour, texture, pattern and lines to create a landscape in a range of materials. They will also be looking at the work of other landscape artists and trying to describe the similarities and differences. 





In Music Year 2 will be listening to music from Scotland. They will be continuing to develop their recorder skills.











Homework: A reminder that the children will be having regular spellings and homework this half term. The first lot of homework will be going out on Tuesday June 7th and be due in on June 14th. Please see the letter from Mr Davies from the end of last half term for more information.





In PE the children will be learning Scottish dances on Monday to link in with our topic on Islands. On Wednesdays they will be developing their athletic skills in multi-skills. Please make sure PE kits are in on these days. 








In DT the children will work together to make a 3D model of the Isle of Struay, using their geographical knowledge to help them. 





In Numeracy the children will be refining their calculation skills, particularly subtraction and division. They will be using estimation to check their answers are reasonable. In fractions, they will be concentrating on finding thirds, two-thirds and three-quarters of an amount and will link this in with division. They will be interpreting and constructing simple pictograms, bar graphs and tally charts and then will ask and answer questions about totalling and comparing their data. They will also be revisiting properties of 2D and 3D shape.





In Literacy the children will be using the Katie Morag stories by Mairi Hedderwick to help them write in a range of styles. They will be presenting information about the Isle of Struay in fact books and posters, writing poems in the shape of an island, writing letters and postcards to different characters and creating their own stories about islands. They will also be reviewing the different books about Katie Morag and giving an opinion on their favourite. 








In PSHCE the children will be learning about changes and how to prepare for them. This will tie in with their upcoming transition to Year 3 and Key Stage 2.
