Spelling Groups 1 & 2 (Oak, Holly, Beech, Maple)– What words can you add the suffix-en to? Remember a suffix goes at the end of a root word. Try to think of at least 5 different words.
To discuss: What do you notice? Can you just add the suffix onto each word or does the spelling change? Why does it change for some of the words and not the others? How does the suffix change the meaning of the word?
[bookmark: _GoBack]Spelling Group 3 (Willow) - Use your high frequency words (they, there, here, are, come) in a sentence. Write a sentence for each one. Do they all sound exactly how they are spelt or do you need to remember something? 
Mental Maths – Next week we will be solving problems involving division. In preparation for this, practise your division facts linked to the 2, 5 and 10 times tables. (e.g. 30 ÷ 5 = ?)
Extra Challenge – Practise your division facts linked to your 3 times tables (e.g. 27 ÷ 3 = ?)
