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In Science the children will be learning about forces and movement. They will be learning about Galileo and Newton and how they helped develop the theory of gravitation. They will learn about how different forces can act on one object and how to represent this using scientific drawing. They will learn how to measure force using Newtons. 











In History Orcas will be learning about the Anglo Saxons and Scots. The children will learn about who they were, why they invaded and the characteristics of their lifestyle such as jewellery, clothing and weapons. They will learn about the battle of Sutton Hoo and King Alfred the Great.








The Invaders!
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In R.E. they will be studying the concept of Ritual and will be learning about the Jewish festival of Sukkot. They will make links with what they know about other religious festivals, commenting on similarities and differences. 





In DT the children will be focussing on structures and will be making an Anglo-Saxon home.








In Art the children will be drawing Saxon artefacts. They will also be using textiles to create their own Orcas. 





In Literacy the children will be writing both fiction and non-fiction.  This will include non-chronological reports on Orcas and The Anglo Saxons and Scots. They will learn the legend of Beowulf and write their own versions. They will develop their descriptive writing, including through the use of poetry. 





In PSHCE the children will be learning about New Beginnings. They will reflect on the feelings associated with starting something new.





In Music the children will be playing the ukulele, building on their previous skills.











In ICT the children will be learning about E-Safety and online research. They will consider how to use research to communicate ideas.





In Numeracy the children will be developing their skills in the following domains: Number and Place Value, Addition and Subtraction, Multiplication and Division, Fractions, Measures, Shape, Statistic. They will be applying these skills in problem solving contexts to deepen their understanding.





In PE the children will be continuing with their swimming lessons. In multi-sport they will be playing Tag Rugby.
