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The U.S. of Eh?





In Science the children will be learning about how substances change between solids, liquids and gases and what happens to the molecules when this happens. They will be investigating which solids can be dissolved in liquids and what happens when different amounts of a solid are added. They will also look at how to separate solids out again.











In Geography Orcas will be learning about the different countries that make up the continent of North America. They will be learning about some of the geographical features of the continent such as the Panama Canal, Colorado River and Grand Canyon, Rocky Mountains and Earthquakes. They will also be learning about the human geography of this continent and look at how this varies from country to country.

In Art the children will be using paper and paste to create mountain ranges to tie in with their Geography. They will also be using textiles to create river scenes. Finally they will look at some Native American artwork and will recreate their own piece in this style. 





In R.E. they will be studying the concept of Identity through the theme of Purim. They will be learning about the rituals associated with this Jewish holiday.








In PE the children will be continuing with their swimming lessons for the first 3 weeks.  In multi-sport they will be playing football








In PSHCE the children will be following the ‘Going for Goals’ unit.





In ICT the children will be learning about how to use ICT to collect and present data. They will be able to link this with their Geography work when presenting information about populations of different North American countries





In Music the children will be playing the clarinet.











In Literacy the children will be writing non-fiction.  This will include non-chronological reports on different countries; persuasive writing in the form of adverts and travel brochures. In SPAG, they will be focussing on spellings involving prefixes and suffixes and including embedded clauses into sentences. 





In Numeracy the children will be developing their skills in the following domains: Addition and Subtraction, Multiplication and Division, Fractions, They will cover Statistics through their Geography work. They will be applying these skills in problem solving contexts to deepen their understanding.
