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In History Orcas will be learning about the Vikings. They will be learning about the key facts associated with this time period and these people. They will be discussing different viewpoints associated with the Vikings and using different sources to research information. They will be gathering information in order to form their own opinions on whether to consider the Vikings as raiders or traders.





In Science the children will be learning about dissolving. They will be looking at what happens when a solid dissolves in a liquid and investigating which solids dissolve. They will also investigate the factors involved in dissolving such as amount, temperature etc and how to make a substance dissolve more quickly.
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In Art the children will be concentrating on their painting skills to produce Viking boat dragon heads. They will look at colour mixing and scaling to enlarge drawings. 





In R.E. they will be studying the concept of ritual by learning about Paschal’s candle and how Christians use Paschal’s candle in their rituals.








In PE the children will be creating different sequences using jumps, rolls and travelling on different apparatus. On Wednesdays, they will be developing the skills used in playing Rounders.





In DT the children will be investigating the cam mechanism by looking at their components and how they work. They will use the cam mechanism to make a moving Viking boat.





In ICT the children will be learning about how to use ICT to alter images using Paint Net. They will be able to link this with their History by altering images of Vikings and their boats. They will be refining their search engine skills through researching using the Internet.





In Numeracy the children will be developing their skills in the following domains: Measures and Shape. Throughout these units they will also be developing their calculation skills, specifically their multiplying and dividing by powers of 10 when converting between units.





In Music the children will be building on their skills of playing the clarinet.











In PSHCE the children will be following the ‘Good to be Me’ unit.





In Literacy the children will be using the story Viking Boy to explore procedural and instructional writing. They will then be debating whether the Vikings were raiders or invaders. They will be writing balanced and biased discussion texts. Their spellings will focus on superlatives.
