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In Geography Orcas have begun learning about North America. They completed a mind map about what they already knew. We will build on these as we go through the unit so the children can see the progress in their learning. They then spent time on map work – locating the 7 continents and 5 oceans and locating the different countries that make up North America. Through the use of video, they have started to comment on the wildlife and physical geography of this continent.








In Science the children have explored what we mean by states of matter. They have explored the differences between solids, liquids and gases and have had some fun being molecules!
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In Art the children began their unit on Native American art by looking at a range of paintings and commenting on similarities between them. They will use this list to help them create their own painting in the same style. 





In Swimming the children continued their life-saving skills in a fun way with their pyjama day! In Games, the children have been dribbling with the footballs!





In ICT the children were using Microsoft Word and the internet to create their advertisements. They learnt how to change the background colour of a page and to insert text boxes in order to place font where they would like. They also looked at layering and grouping items.





In Numeracy the children began their unit on fractions. They began by looking at how to order fractions and what to do if the denominators were different sizes. To do this, they have learnt about creating equivalent fractions using the skill of finding common multiples, which was also practised this week.





In Literacy the children have become advertisers! They have explored the purpose and audiences of adverts. We have created fun, catchy slogans for known products and designed magazine adverts for a chosen product. They had to think about product placement, use of colour and font size and style. They finished the week by watching a range of TV adverts. They had to identify the product and slogan. They then commented on which was most and least effective and why.
