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In Science the children have been measuring temperature with a thermometer. They have then used results to draw line graphs.











In Geography Orcas have continued looking at the countries that make up North America. They have been locating the capital cities of these countries using an atlas and plotting them on a map. We discussed the difference between a political and physical map and they gave suggestions as to what might be found on each of these. Through their guided reading, they have been learning about some of the physical features of the countries that make up the most southerly part of North America such as volcanoes and deserts.

In Art the children used the paintings we studied last week to design their own of the same style. They chose a Canadian animal and drew their design. They then used scaling to enlarge their design before painting it.  





In Swimming the children returned to developing their skills of front crawl, back crawl and breast stroke. In Games, the children continued to practise their dribbling skills and then worked on passing the ball accurately.





In French the children played a memory game to check their knowledge of vegetable vocabulary.





In Numeracy the children began the week by using the skills they practised last week to put fractions into ascending and descending order. They then moved onto learning how to add and subtract fractions with the same denominators and with differing denominators where they had to practise making equivalent fractions. They learned about converting improper fractions into mixed numbers. They finished the week by beginning to look at the equivalence between fractions and decimals and will continue to do so next week.





In Literacy the children have identified features of a tv advert. They have now moved on to creating their own marketing company and are working in groups to create a persuasive campaign for their given product. We began by creating a group slogan for the product and then each member created their own poster to advertise the product. The team then critically analysed and reviewed each other’s posters. They are beginning to think of a t.v. advert for their product.
